Politics and India in World Politics.

Syllabi of the Political Science Program are designed by the Board of Studies, made
up of two subject experts, a Vice-Chancellor nominee, one industry expert, a student
alumnus, and faculty. Syllabi are regularly updated to reflect the demands of the job

market and developments in the discipline.
